· Applications may take up to ten (10) working days for approval, so please allow for this time in your schedule of construction.
Requirements required by Article XXI, Section 2104

· Township Driveway Permits are required for the construction of a driveway which connects to a Township road. Driveways which connect to a State Road are required to receive a Highway Occupancy Permit from the Pennsylvania Department of Transportation.

· Improvements which require a Township Driveway Permit include, but are not limited to the following: Construction of a new Driveway, Expansion of width of a driveway, Repaving of a driveway. Additional stone to an existing stone driveway, coating or sealing an existing paved driveway do not require permits.
